Power-off
Use the following procedure to turn off the projector.
Do not turn off the projector by unplugging the power
cord while the lamp is on. Unplugging while the lamp
is on degrades the lamp’s performance and causes
failure in the projector.

1. Press the POWER button.
• The message “POWER OFF? YES : PRESS

AGAIN” appears on the screen.
• To cancel, press any button except the POWER

button. (Some buttons on the remote control
don’t function for cancel.)

2. Press the POWER button within 10 seconds again.
• The lamp will go out and the STATUS

indicator will start blinking.
• Though the lamp goes out at this second press

of the POWER button, the air outlet fans
continue operating for one minute to cool down
the lamp and LCD panels. The STATUS
indicator will stop blinking.

3. Unplug the power cord.
• The POWER indicator will go out.
• If the power cord should be unplugged

accidentally while either the air inlet fan or the
air outlet fans are operating or the lamp is on,
allow the projector to cool down for 10 minutes
with the power off. To light the lamp again,
press the POWER button. If the lamp doesn’t
light up immediately, repeat pressing the
POWER button two or three times. If it should
still fail to light up, replace the lamp.

About color temperature
There are different kinds of white color. Color
temperature is a way to show the differences in
white. White of which temperature is low appears
reddish. When the color temperature rises, white
appears bluish. This projector adjusts this color
temperature by changing the values of contrast
blue and red.
To rise the color temperature:
Increase the CONTRAST B (blue) and decrease the
CONTRAST R (red).
To reduce the color temperature:
Decrease the CONTRAST B (blue) and increase
the CONTRAST R (red).

Image adjustment

To protect the surface of the projector from fading or
deteriorating:

Cleaning of the lens
Use a standard lens-cleaning brush or a piece of lens
tissue dampened with lens cleaning fluid. The lens
surface is fragile. Use only recommended, nonabra-
sive lens-cleaning materials. Do not touch the lens
with your fingers.

Caution:
Be sure to turn off the lamp and unplug the power
cord from the wall outlet before you perform any
maintenance on the projector.

Cleaning of the air-filter
Clean the air-filter fre-
quently (about once a
month). If the filter or
ventilation grilles become
clogged with dirt or dust,
the temperature inside
the projector may rise and
cause troubles, such as
damage to the inside
parts and shortening the
life of the panels.
• When the temperature

inside the projector rises, the STATUS indicator
will blink orange and the lamp will be turned off.

1.  Put the projector upside
down and raise the lock of
the filter cover in the
direction of the arrow.

• Use water or diluted

mild detergent to clean
the filter.

• Check that COMPUTER INPUT in the SIGNAL menu is correctly set. (See page 17.)
• Check that the cable connected to the external device isn't broken.

• This is caused by the computer being used. Contact the manufacturer of your computer.

• Match the output resolution of your computer with the resolution of the projector.  For the
method to change the output resolution of the computer, contact the manufacturer of your
computer. (See page 32 or 33.)

• Some images and texts appear obscured during the keystone adjustment. In such cases, use
the projector without applying the keystone adjustment. (See page 12.)
